125 years of history that became...Legend
[image: ]1882: Foundation of the first rowing society of Aix les bains under the name of “Club Nautique d’Aix-les-Bains” at the place named Grand-Port.
[image: ]Of course the beginning were difficult, the started up of a rowing club is always hard due to the expensive price of a high performance boat. They started buying some sea boat and go on buying some river boat for the best competitors. Bit by bit, the CNA had growed up, and a core of competitors have generated the fighting spirit essential to obtain good victory at a national level.

1909: First huge victory of the “aviron Aixois”, the CNA wins the cup « GLANDAZ » at Juvisy.


1913: Foundation of the “Rowing Club d’Aix-les-Bains” located closed to the road that leads to Chambery in the place named « Coëtan ».
[image: ]Consequently to a discrepancy between some of the executive and rowers, several people leave the CNA to found the « Rowing club ». All of them where quite motivated because everything was to build again, they made a new boathouse, they rent or obtain some new boat with agreement.
A new war was just starting. The « red and white » of the CNA and the « green » of the rowing club are now opposite on the greatest french and foreign competitions. 
Each year a selection with the best 8 of both club was organized to select the boat that can represented Aix les Bains at the famous Bambino trophy (explanation of the Bambino at the bottom of the page).
Each clubs obtains some great victory, the opposition often leading to a kind of “death dual” or “passion dual”. 
This motivation acted as an accelerator and made that Aix les Bains was one of most active city of rowing in France.

1953 : Union of the Rowing Club and the Club Nautique to found the  Entente Rowing Club and Club Nautique d’Aix-les-Bains more famous under the name of Entente Nautique d’Aix-les-Bains. 
First, the boathouse was at the “Grand port” and then moved to the actual place beside the municipal beach.
The competition between the 2 clubs was so exhausting for the executive and the rowers that have to find more and more financial means to enable the expansion of the organizations.
That’s why under the impulsion of sir SPYCHER and sir LILLE, respectively President of the Rowing club and the CNA, helped by sir MOREL, an executive of high value, the both society joined under the name of Entente Rowing Club et Club Nautique d’Aix-les-Bains.

Sir SPYCHER and LILLE were the first co-presidents of the Entente, which became later one of the greatest French rowing society.

1971 : Aix les Bains beat Turin and wins the Bambino trophy (dual race between Aix and Turin) of the fiftieth anniversary.

1975: The master coxed four (4+) of Aix les bains was European champion at Vienne (Austria).

1981 : Aix les Bains won the French champions in coxed eight(8+) and coxed two(2+) men.
For the first time since 12 years, the ENA (Entente Nautique Aviron) bring the French championship title in the most famous boat of the rowing, the coxed eight. The boat used for this race was lent by the rowing club of Evian. The both members of the France national team Jacques Taborski and Eric Baudino obtained a second title during the same competition wining in coxed two.

1982 : One century of rowing for Aix les bains.
All the members of the ENA were celebrated the century of the ENA at the Grand Port. A regatta, an exposition, some awards delivered, and some ship christening were organized during this day.

1984 : Two rowers of Aix les bains junior world champions at Jonköping(sweden).
Jean Marc Bernard and Eric Plasse (cox) win the world rowing championship title in coxed eight junior at Jonköping.
During the same year, Eric Baudino became world rowing universitary champions in coxed eight whereas Jacques Taborski was reprensenting France at Olympics game of Los Angeles.

1985/86: The ENA first French rowing club

With four titles of French champion and to silver medals during two years, the ENA was classed first French rowing club.

The same year, Achile Giovannoni was master world rowing champion in skiff at Bled(Slovenia). The coxed four M. Montico, E. Del Zotto, A. Giovannoni et G. Smaniotto coxed by A. Bonatti take the bronze medals.

2005: Margot JOYEUX and Corail BUGNARD were the firsts women national champion of the Entente Nautique Aix les bains. They have won the minime(12-13 years old) double scull at the french championship of Macon in 2005.
This season was the one of the women at Aix les Bains. A long time not allowed to row in competition, they also win a wonderful silver medal in coxed eight cadette(14-15 years old).

2007/2008 : 	The Entente Nautique Aviron celebrate his one hundred twenty fifth birthday.
An coxed eight Fillipi, named 125 ans, has been bought for this occasion, aiming to dynamize the formation in the young categories.


The  Bambino :

A traditional [image: http://www.canottaggio.org/2010_2news/foto/100424_Match%20Torino%20Aix%20les%20Bains%20-%20Bambino'.jpg]dual race coxed eight men is running each year between the best crew of the rowing club of Aix les bains and Torino. The trophy of this race is the bombino, a huge bronze statue representing a devil.
A selection of the best coxed eight of Torino is made each year between the following clubs: Caprera, Armida, Sisport Fiat, Amici del Remo,  Cerea, Esperia, CUS Torino.
A same kind of selection had existed when the rowing clubs of Aix les Bains were separated. This dual stayed in the memories for a long time like they were waited and appreciate by all the population of Aix les Bains.

This race usually happened during the spring, alternatively in Aix les Bains and Torino (on the river Po).
[bookmark: _GoBack]Create in 1921, this trophy was raced for the seventy fifth times in May 2011.  The crew of Torino won and lead 42 victories to 33 for Aix les Bains since the creation of the trophy.
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
